

*CI – Convergence Insufficiency is a vision problem which can interfere 
with a person’s ability to see single, clear images for sustained periods 
of time such as is required for reading and learning.  
CI is not generally tested for in most vision screenings.

·  “When vision problems go undetected, children almost invariably have trouble reading and doing their schoolwork. They often display fatigue, fidgeting, and frustrations in the classroom—traits that can lead to a misdiagnosis of dyslexia or other learning disabilities.” American Optometric Association

· There are at least 9 symptoms that are shared by a person who has ADD and one who simply has a vision-based learning problem; 15 out of 18 symptoms are shared by people with ADHD and those with a vision-based learning problem.
· “Since the symptoms can be similar, it is not hard to imagine a diagnostic confusion.”  “We observed in our clinic that an unusual number of children with or suspected to have ADHD also had convergence insufficiency.” 1 



“No matter what the true cause or cause and effect relationship, it is unavoidable that the presence of CI* may cause:  (1) misdiagnosis, (2) diagnostic confusion or (3) exacerbation of the symptoms of ADHD.”





“In view of these findings, we believe it reasonable that CI be evaluated in patients with 


or suspected to have ADHD.”1
